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Step-by-Step Tutorial for Ornament Box 
 

Step 1 Use the Big Shot and the Scallop Envelope Bigz Die 
to cut out 4 scallop envelopes.  Note: Starting from the 
bottom up you need to make a sandwich to run through 
your Big Shot as follows: Cutting Pad, Crease Pad 
Shims, Scallop Envelope Bigz Die (facing up), cardstock, 
and Premium Crease Pad.  Make sure to run only one 
sheet at a time. 

 

  

Step 2 Look at the scallops on each envelope and look for 

the front side.  The front side is smooth. The backside has 

dotted lines that are bumpy. Make sure the front side of the 

envelope is facing upwards and cut the right flap off the four 

envelopes. 

 

 

 

 

Step 3 Take each envelope and flip it over to the bumpy side.  

The flap that was cut off will now be on the left hand side.  

Add sticky strip to the right side flap. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Step 4 Line up all four envelopes as shown, remove the 

sticky strip off the right flap, and attach one of the envelopes 

(the side without a flap) to the top of the right hand flap.   

 

 
 
 
 
 
 

Step 5 Once you are done attaching all the flaps, your box 

should look like this. The flaps will be on the inside 
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Step 6 Turn the box around so that the scalloped edges are on 

the bottom. Fold in two of the flaps.  Add sticky strip to the left 

and right flaps. Remove the red film and fold in to form the 

bottom of the box. 

 
 
 
 
 

Step 7 Take two pieces of 3 1/8ò x 3 1/8ò cardstock and place 
sticky strip as shown in picture 

 

 
 
 
 
Step 8 Attach one piece to the bottom of the box and the other 
to the inside. 
 
 
 
 
 
Step 9 Attach Sticky Strip underneath each scalloped flap. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Step 10 Cut a 2ò x 11ò piece and 2ò x 2 İò piece of designer 
series paper.  Attach the 2ò x 11ò piece with Snail Adhesive as 
shown in the picture.  Take the 2ò x 2 İò piece of designer 
series paper and attach it to the top to cover up the side of the 
box. 
 

 

 

 

 

Step 11 Remove the red film from each flap, adhere all four 

flaps down, decorate with ribbon, and add embellishment.

Step-by- Step Tutorial for Box Top 
 

Step 1 Take a piece of clear window sheet and cut it into an 8 

½ò x 8 ½ò piece.  Score all around at 2 11/16ò as shown in 

picture. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Step 2 Cut off the squares shown in picture.  Use a bone folder 

to crease the lines well. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Step 3 Take a (two) 2ò pieces of sticky strip and attach it to the 

one of the clear window squares cut off in Step 2.  Cut along the 

sticky strip and then cut the strips in half.  You will have four  

pieces. 

 

 

 

 

 

Step 4 Remove the film from each strip and attach to the corner 

of the box as shown.  Follow the same step for all four sides.  

Your lid is now done! 
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Step-by-Step Tutorial for Ornament 
 

 

Step 1 Take a clear ornament, remove the top, and place 45 

drops of Classic Ink Refill. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Step 2 Start by twirling the ornament towards you. This will 

move the ink around and coat the inside of the ornament.  

Keep on twirling it until the inside of the ornament is 

completely covered in ink.  Note:  Take a little container and 

place it by the opening of the ornament so that when you 

are twirling it and you are towards the end of the 

ornament the excess ink will come out. 

 

 

 

Step 3 Take a little funnel, place it at the opening of the 

ornament, and place 1 teaspoon of ultra fine glitter inside the 

ornament.  Place the metal top on the opening of the 

ornament. 

 

 

 

 

 

Step 4 Shake vigorously until the entire ornament is covered.  

Pour excess dyed glitter in small container. 
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
