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**Please Note:  I was inspired to do this tutorial by a tutorial I found on e-How written by 

Brandi Nicole Hopper.  I simply re-wrote this tutorial in my own words and took my own 

photos.  I added some additional steps in order to create the project I had in mind.  I also 

took my own measurements and created the mini purse. 

  
Supplies List 

 

¶ Paper: Delicate Dots Designer Series Paper 

¶ Accessories:  Sticky Strip, Snail Adhesive, Paper trimmer, Bone Folder, pencil, 
ruler, ribbon, rhinestone brads, Crop-A-Dile, and Glue Dots 
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Step-by-Step Tutorial for Creating Paper Purse 

 

Step 1 Take a 12ò x 12ò sheet of Delicate Dots Designer 
Series Paper and cut a 1ò x 12ò strip.  Set this strip aside.    
(Mini Purse: 1ò x 8ò) 

 

 

 

 

 

Step 2   Take the remaining piece of Delicate Dots Designer 

Series Paper and cut it into a 7ò x 10ò piece.  Rotate your 

designer series paper so that the 10ò side is along the top of 

your paper trimmer and score at 4 İñand 5 ½ò.  Make sure to 

fold all score lines with a bone folder.  (Mini Purse: 4ò x 6ò 

score piece along the 6ò side @ 2 İò and 3 İò)  

 

 

 

 

Step 3  Position your designer series paper on your working 

surface with the 7ò side along the top and take a ruler and 

make a pencil mark at the 1 ıò and 5 Ĳò mark on both sides 

of the designer series paper.  (Mini Purse: 4ò side along the 

top and mark at İò and 3 İò) 

 

 

 

 

Step 4 Place your designer series paper on your working 

surface and align the ruler from one end of the center of the 

score line to the nearest small mark.  Make a score line using 

a bone folder.  Repeat this step for the remaining three sides.   

(Mini Purse: same steps as regular purse) 

 

 

 

Step 5 Fold each of the angles upwards as shown in the 

picture. Your purse should look like this.  (Mini Purse: same 

steps as regular purse) 
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Step 6 Take the remaining piece of designer series paper 

and cut two 1ò x 6ò pieces.  Place your designer series paper 

with the 6ò side along the top of the paper cutter and 

score at ¾ò and 5 3/8ò.   (Mini Purse: Cut two 1ò x 4ò 

pieces and score @ Ĳò) 

 

 

 

 

Step 7   Attach the strips cut in step 5 to the center of your 

purse as shown in the picture.  Make sure to place sticky strip 

to the smaller ends of the strip (place sticky strip on opposite 

side pattern). (Mini Purse: Place sticky strip along the Ĳò 

side.  Make sure to place sticky strip on opposite side 

pattern) 

 

 

 

Step 8 Place snail adhesive on the angled sides of the purse 

and fold them up.  The angled sides will overlap.  Cut off the 

excess as shown in the picture.  (Mini Purse: same steps as 

regular purse, but there will not be an overlap) 

 

 

 

 

 

Step 9 Your purse should now look like this. (Mini Purse: 

same as regular purse) 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Step 10 Take a 6ò piece of ribbon and run snail adhesive 

along the ribbon and attach to the purse as shown. Turn the 

purse around and repeat this step with another 6ò piece of 

ribbon.  (Donôt cut a 12ò piece and wrap it around.  It will 

not wrap around snuggly.) (Mini Purse: take a 4ò piece of 

ribbon and follow same steps as regular purse) 
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Step 11 Fold down the top flap of the side strip of designer 

series paper and secure it with a glue dot. (Mini Purse: 

same as regular purse) 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Step 12 Take the 1ò x 12ò strip of designer series paper cut 

in Step 1 and position it as desired on the purse.  Attach it 

with snail adhesive. (Mini Purse: take a 1ò x 8ò strip of 

designer series paper and follow same steps as regular 

purse) 

 

 

 

Step 13 Use a Crop-A-Dile to make a hole on each side.  

(Mini Purse: same as regular purse) 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Step 14 Secure each side with a rhinestone brad.  

(Mini Purse: same as regular purse) 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Step 15 Take a 6ò piece of ribbon and make it into a loop as 

shown in picture.  Use a glue dot to adhere the ends. (Mini 

Purse: take a 5ò piece of ribbon and follow same steps 

as regular purse) 
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Step 16 Take a 2ò piece of ribbon and loop it around the  

middle of the piece from Step 15 and secure it with sticky 

strip.  You should now have a bow! (Mini Purse: same as 

regular purse) 

 

 

 

 

 

Step 17 Take a 2ò piece of sticky strip and place it along 

the back of your bow. (Mini Purse: same as regular 

purse) 

 

 

 

 

 

Step 18 Remove the red film and attach to the center of 

your purse.  (Mini Purse: same as regular purse)
