Heart to Heart Punch, Stampin’ Dimensionals, Snail Adhesive, overhead
transparency paper, paper cutter, scoring blade, bone folder, sticky strip, Riding
Hood Red Taffeta Ribbon
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Step-by-Step Tutorial for Creating Mini Truffle Box

Step 1 Cut a sheet of pink pirouette cardstock into 6 2" x 9 %4”. Score the cardstock on all four
sidesat 1 2" and 2 V%",

Step 2 Cut out the areas shown in the picture below.

Step 3 On the long sides of the cardstock, cut the along the score lines starting at 1 %4” to the
2 2" mark. You will have four flaps as shown in the picture. Make sure all score lines are
creased well.
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Step 4 Cut Candy Lane DSP intotwo 1 1/8” x 4 1/8” and two 1 1/8” x 1 1/8” squares.

Step 5 Use a sponge dauber to ink the edges with Riding Hood Red Ink.

Step 6 Lay the outside part of your box upwards and adhere designer series paper.

Step 7 Flip your cardstock over and place sticky strip or Snail adhesive on the flaps with X.
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Step 8 Peel the red backing off the long flaps and fold it inwards and adhere them.

Step 9 Peel the red backing off the short flaps and fold it inwards and adhere them. You may
need to trim a little off the edges so the flap will go in nicely.

Step 10 This is what the base of the completed box should look like.
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Creating the Transparency Wrap

Step 1 Cut a piece of transparency paper to 5 6/8” x 4 3/8”. Score along the longer side of the
transparency paper at 17, 2 3/8”, 3 6/8”, and 5 1/8”. Use a scoring blade on your paper cutter
for a crisper score. Afterwards, go over the score lines with your bone folder for a crisp fold.

Step 2 Wrap the transparency paper around box. The ends must meet at the bottom of the box.

Step 3 Make sure they align evenly and place sticky strip along the top of the bottom flap.

Step 4 Remove sticky strip and attach to the bottom part of the transparency paper that meets.
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Step 5 Slip the box into the transparency sleeve.

Assembling the Truffle Box

e Put some red shredded paper in truffle box and place three truffles inside.

e Slide the box into the overhead transparency wrap. Make sure seam is on the bottom.

e Use the small and large tag punch to create the tag and adhere together.

e Use the Heart to Heart punch to punch out hearts in the color you choose and use a
sponge dauber to ink the edges.

e Use the Fundamental Phrases stamp set to stamp the word “love” on a strip of very
vanilla cardstock. Cut it and use a sponge dauber to ink the edges in chocolate chip.

e Assemble the tag as shown in picture and use the double rectangle punch to punch a
slot on the upper part of the tag for the ribbon.

e Cut a piece of Riding Hood Red taffeta ribbon, and wrap it around the box and run each
end of the ribbon through each slot.

e Tie a knot left over right and cut off any excess ribbon.
