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Supplies List 

¶ Stamps:  A Good Egg 

¶ Ink:  So Saffron, Chocolate Chip 

¶ Paper: Delicate Dots DSP, Whisper White, and Certain Celery 

¶ Accessories:  Large Oval Punch, Scalloped Oval Punch, 5-Petal Flower Punch, 
Summer Sun Corduroy Buttons, Stampinô Dimensionals, Snail Adhesive, paper 
trimmer, scoring blade, bone folder, sticky strip, Sale-a-Bration ribbon bundle 
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Step-by-Step Tutorial for Creating Mini Easter Bag 

 

 

Step 1   Cut a sheet of Delicate Dots DSP into 6 ¾ ò x 9ò.  Align 

the 6 Ĳò side along the top of your paper trimmer and score the 

paper at 5 ıò, and 1 İò. 

 

 

 

 

 

Step 2   Rotate your designer series paper so that the 9ò side is 

along the top of your paper trimmer and score at 3 Ĳò and 5 ıò.  

Make sure all score lines are folded well with a bone folder. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Step 3  Place your designer series paper in the vertical position 

with the 6 Ĳò side on the top and cut along the two score lines 

in the middle section starting at the edge of the paper to the 1 

İò mark.  You will have two flaps as shown in the picture.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Step 4  Place a piece of sticky strip on the opposite side of 

each flap as shown in the picture.  The side you are placing the 

sticky strip on is the side of the design you want showing on 

the box.   
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Step 5   Apply a strip of sticky strip along the inner and outer 

edge of the flaps as shown in the picture.  

 

 

 
 

 

 

 

 

Step 6   Remove the sticky stripôs red backing from the small 

middle flap.  Bring up the back of the box and carefully align it 

with the small flap and adhere.  Repeat on the other side.

Step 8   Remove the sticky stripôs red backing from the front 

flap.  Bring up the front of the box and carefully align it with the 

side and adhere. Repeat on the other side.

Step 10   Cut a strip of designer series paper to 2 ıò x 12ò.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Step 11   Wrap the 2 ıò x 12ò strip of designer series paper 

around your bag with the end pieces on the backside of the 

bag.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

Step 12   Carefully form the creases on your strip of paper and 

remove from bag and make sure all creases are folded well. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Step 13  Turn your designer series paper over and place snail  

adhesive on it.  Align your strip along the bottom of the bag  

(with the end pieces on the back) and attach. 
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Note: Make sure the side of the bag you brought forward in the last step of assembling your bag 

is in the back. The front should look like the picture on the left, not like the picture on the right.  

Look at the corners of the bag and you will notice that in one you can see the seam and in the 

other one you canôt.  You donôt want the seam in the front; you want it in the back.

Step 15  Cut a 17ò piece of Certain Celery ribbon from  

the Sale-a-Bration ribbon bundle. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Step 16  Carefully put snail adhesive around the center of  

the bag as shown.  Make sure you leave a spot on the left 

hand side of the bag without snail adhesive so that you can 

make your knot. 
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Step 17  Take your ribbon by the two ends and have them meet. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Step 18  Put your bag through the center of the ribbon and 

position as desired making sure to position the ends of the 

ribbon towards the left side.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

Step 19  Press down to secure the ribbon and make a knot.   

 

 

 

  

 

 

 

 

Step 20  Cut (2) 7ò strips of So Saffron ribbon from the  

Sale-a-Bration ribbon bundle and lay your ribbon out flat and 

place a Ĳò piece of sticky strip underneath each end of the ribbon 

as shown in the picture. 

 

 

 

 

Step 21  Remove the sticky stripôs red backing and hold the 

ribbon over the bag (with the sticky strip facing inwards and then 

flip the end and attach to the bag. Repeat on the other side.  

Follow this same step to make your other handle. 
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
