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Step-by-Step Tutorial for Notepad Holder and Pen

Step 1 Open your file folder and make sure the label tab is on
the right-hand side. Note: Label Tab will be the one that
sticks out the furthest.

Step 2 Align the existing center fold of your folder atthe i 0

Note: You want to make sure that you
have a straight cut with no excess tab at the end. Look at
Step 1 and the tab shown with a pointing arrow is what
you will be cutting off.

Step 5 Open your file folder and make sure the shorter flap is
on your left-hand side.

Step 6 Your file folder should look like this. Note: You will have
4 vertical score lines.

Step 7 Close your file folder and align it on the paper cutter with
the excess part of the file folder lined up at the cutting line as
shown in the picture. Cut off the excess I Opiece.

Step 8 Flip your folder so that the longer piece is at the bottom

Step 9 The crease lines on your folder should look like this.

Step 10 Take your file folder and mark the areas shown in the
picture with an X.

Step 11 Cut off the areas you marked with an X.

Step 13 Open bottom flap and place sticky strip in the areas
shown.

Step 14 Remove red film from sticky strip and attach as shown.

Step 17 Remove the red film from the Sticky Strip and attach
ends as shown.
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Step18Takea 1 1 0 piece of Sticky
back of the piece from Step 18. Remove the red film and attach it
to the inside of the folder as shown. Note: The loop should be in
between the two crease lines.

Step 19 Take the right-hand flap (shorter flap) of the notepad
hol der and align a ruler along
about 10, and mark the spot wi

Step20T a k e a HahdhdldHdle Punch and make a hole at
the spot you marked in Step 20. Take a large Chocolate Chip
Corduroy Button and run it through the hole, separate the legs,
and use your paper snips to cut off a little bit off each leg.

Step 21 Take a Velcro Circle Set and attach it to the back of the
Chocolate Chip Corduroy Button. Make sure to cover the legs of
the button and if needed cut off any excess.

Step 22 Separate the unattached Velcro piece and cut off some
of the fuzz with scissors. This allows the flap to open easier.

Step 23 Once you have finished cutting off some of the fuzz,
attach the Velcro circle back on, remove the film, and align the
flap and press down to close the folder. Make sure it is even.
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Step 24 Your folder should look like this.

Step25Take a matching piece of 3 10 x 10 piece
Series Paper, place a piece of scotch tape along both ends, and
wrap it around the barrel until secure with scotch tape.
Step 26 Place barrel in pen and place inside loop. Place
notepad in pocket.
Step 27 You are now finished!
